JUNIOR RESERVE OFFICERS’ TRAINING CORPS (JROTC)
CURRICULUM PAPER FOR LET 4 CADETS

COURSE TITLE: Leadership, Education, & Training  (RO142)  (1 credit per year).

The Army designed this program to teach cadets the value of citizenship, leadership, service to the community, personal responsibility, and a sense of accomplishment, while instilling in them self-esteem, teamwork, and self- discipline. Its focus is reflected in its mission statement, “To motivate young people to be better citizens.” The fourth year of JROTC, like the first three years, concentrates on an instructor-cadet participatory method of instruction whereby cadets take responsibility for learning and actively participate in class instruction. At this level they are expected to assist the Senior Army Instructor by assuming more and more duties instructing younger cadets. Let 4 cadets will study a wide variety of subjects that allow them to demonstrate their leadership development, perform their command and staff duties, and complete the assigned subjects.

LET 4 desired learning outcomes:


Demonstrate how to think logically and communicate effectively as a cadet leader and to effectively present periods of instruction and give/receive feedback.


Demonstrate the ability to function effectively in senior command and staff positions within the cadet battalion.


Achieve the 85% percentile on the Cadet Challenge physical exercise program.


Demonstrate proficiency in basic cadet skills and teach those skills to junior cadets.


Display knowledge of ethical reasoning and decision-making.


Promote citizenship through community awareness and participation in a service-learning project.

CADET EVALUATION AND MAKE-UP POLICY
For each grading period, the final grade consists of the average of a mid-term examination, a final examination, a cumulative homework/class room grade, a writing requirement and/or project (when assigned), and a leadership grade (e.g., based on merits/demerits earned during the grading period for class participation, weekly inspection, JROTC/school/community activities).

All major tests and writing requirements are announced in advance. Quizzes may be unannounced. The Senior Army Instructor posts class assignments for 30 days in advance so cadets know what is assigned for each class ahead of the time for the particular class.  It is the cadet’s responsibility to determine and complete any missed work.
To earn a passing quarter grade in JROTC, any cadet who misses more than four classes, not including school related absences, will be required to pass a comprehensive quarter examination or project, in addition to having an overall passing grade for the quarter.

A cadet must be in class for at least half the period to be considered present.

It is the responsibility of sponsors supervising field trips and other school-related activities to provide lists of cadets who missed class for these reasons to all faculty and the attendance clerk.

CADET EXPECTATIONS
All assessments discussed above are designed to have the cadet meet the course standards for that chapter and lesson. If a cadet will stay up with the reading assignments, the cadet should not have difficulty with any of the material. Should a cadet have difficulty with any part of a lesson, the Senior Army Instructor/Army Instructor is available to tutor the cadet after school or during planning period by appointment. Progress reports are issued to cadets periodically during the grading period to alert them and their parent/guardian to the cadets’ progress and possible need for tutoring.
MAJOR ACTIVITIES
Each cadet is required to participate in the Fort Bend County Fair, Veterans’ Day, Martin L. King Jr., and Pass-In-Review parades, the annual Army inspection of the Cadet Battalion, the annual JROTC awards ceremony, the service learning project, and the weekly in-uniform morning formation. Cadets are required to wear the uniform at least one time a week.
