Homework

* If you fail to complete your first two assignments, you will receive a zero and warning and still need to turn it in the following day to replace the zero.  Starting with the 3rd time you do not complete your homework, your parents will be contacted every time you do not have it after that, and you will be deducted 10 points a day until the assignment is turned in
